> If this restore/recovery disk is an hardware specific OEM version of a
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> windows CD then they may have licensed the boot loader as well. Win2k
> and WinXp both have that exact prompt when booting from cd "Press any
> key to boot from CD..." If you don't press any key it exits and the
> next item in the BIOS boot list is looked to for boot files.

> So, if this vendor disk is made that way, and the BIOS is inded set to
> look to the CD first then I may very well be right.

> But this could just be the way the BIOS manufacturer made their product.

I won't say with 100% certainty, but I will say beyond reasonable doubt
this is incorrect.
Which key is the fellow pressing? Try pressing the spacebar a few times
before it counts to the fifth period. If it's ignoring keypresses, Shut
the machine off, unplug the keyboard, plug it back in. turn the
computer back on. if that fails, try another keyboard. If a known
working keyboard also fails and it's ps2; see if your box will allow a
usb keyboard and try that.

Your cdrom is booting first, so you set it correctly in the BIOS. And
there is no "security" I'm aware of aside from a PCI/ISA card
physically in the machine to cause it to ignore you and not boot from
cd, assuming it is reading a valid keypress from you.
